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The beautiful 17-room brownstone and
brick mansion, shown above, which is being
dedicated today, was purchased from Mrs. Ber-
tha Lane Smith by the Polish American Vet-
erans (affiliated with the Polish Legion of
American Veterans) on September 29, 1950.

During January of 1950, the Building Com-
mittee, composed of Joseph Augustyn, Judge
Joseph Bogdanski, Adolph Kusha, Stanley Nes-
sing, Alexander Pulaski, Atty. Andrew Pula-
ski,, Walter Surowiecki and the commander,
became aware of the possibility of acquiring
thig large building at 189 East Main Street.

After the initial committee meetings, the
entire membership was notified and it was
then decided to enlist the aid of the Joseph
Swedock Real Estate Agency.

Mr. Swedock began negotiations for the
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acquisition of the building in February, when
Mrs. Smith was in Florida, and consummated
the deal seven months later.

The original builder of the three-story
mansion was the late Isaac C. Lewis, founder
and president of the Meriden Britannia Co.,
forerunner of the International Silver Co.

About 1920, the late William R. Smith pur-
chased the home from the Lewis estate. It
was during the Smith ownership that many
prizes were won for the beautiful flower gar-
den displays.

The Polish Americans Veterans are the
third owners of this fashionable home. To
date, other groups have made use of its many
rooms, and the invitation is being continued
to these groups as well as others to avail them-
selves of the facilities in the future.
